When I was fifteen I visited the dump in Mazatlan for the first time. The images, smells, and emotions I experienced have not left me in the last ten years. I remember stepping off the bus and freezing in total shock, and this was my 5th trip to Mexico!
In Mazatlan, the Vineyard church has had great success with our outreach to the dump scroungers. For the last decade we have taken water and food to the people who work and live among Mazatlan's trash. Several years ago the vineyard church established a feeding center/community near the dump. Each week the adults and children there have the opportunity to learn about the Bible and receive a meal.
